Purpose: Allow students opportunities to perform, receive Community Service credits and share their music-making with the community. 
Rules/Guidelines: Open to students of teachers who are members of MTAC/OCN Branch. Refer to emails/newsletters for dates and venues. 
 Each teacher may enter four students per recital date. Teachers may be asked to help at a recital. Non-participation fee not required! 

Each student may perform one piece. If a piece is one minute or less, a second piece may be played, provided total time for both 
pieces does not exceed five minutes. Pieces at equivalent level CM 8-10 may not exceed 7 minutes. Those wanting community 
service credit must have music MEMORIZED and POLISHED (minus 2 or less mistakes when played 3 times in a row). Avoid 
music which is too dark, too dissonant or too loud throughout. Ensemble music is welcomed; each student pays separate fee. 

Dress Guidelines: Boys: Long pants & dress shirt. Tie preferred. Girls: Dresses or skirts covering knees when seated. Think conservative dressy! 
Rules At Recital: Students must check in 15 minutes before the recital time. 
 All students must plan to stay for the entire length of the recital; leaving early will forfeit community service credit. 
 Due to limited space, please ask that only ONE parent or responsible adult be present with the performing student. 
 Photos of students (no names given) may be taken and posted in the newsletter section of the mtacocn.org web site.
